STATE NEWS: Identity Theft Bill Passes House

AIIA member Russ Greenhalgh of Greenhalgh Insurance in Birmingham has been in contact with Attorney General Troy King about the growing problem of identity theft, the fastest-growing crime in the U.S. AG King has partnered with AIIA Lawmaker of the Year Rep. Mike Hill (R-Shelby) on HB 377, which passed the state House last week. The legislation reclassifies the crime of identity from a misdemeanor to a Class-C felony and increases the statute of limitations from five to seven years from the date of discovery. The bill will also authorize victims of identity theft to request the court to enter an order for the victim’s record to be corrected. Keep reading your NEWSLINE as we follow this important issue.

STATE NEWS: FBI Arrests Alabama Deputy, Two Accomplices for Making False Insurance Claims

Insurance fraud is a hot topic this spring as the Dept. of Insurance increases its watchful eye and as bills will be considered in the state legislature. Last month, FBI agents from Birmingham arrested an assistant sheriff’s deputy and two others on charges of conspiracy, wire fraud and mail fraud in making false statements that resulted in $18,425 claims paid by the Volunteer Firemen’s Insurance Company. According the Insurance Journal, U.S. Attorney Donald Washington told the Alexandria Town Talk that the 14-count indictment alleges that between May 2001 and January 2003, the two men sent the insurance company information claiming one of the men worked for the Sheriff’s Office when he was injured in an accident. In fact, the man was working for a volunteer fire department, yet he received $18,425 in insurance payments over a seven-month period. While the case details are still forthcoming, the Sheriff’s Office has changed its policy on handling insurance claims.
